10. In addition, in the case of any physical or financial transaction having a value of  $15 million or more, prior to any officer or staff member approving such 
transaction under the authority granted hereunder, such officer or staff member would obtain the written concurrence of (a) those members of his or her staff at the 
level of Manager and above (or their designees in the case of  their absence) having responsibility for such transaction, (b) the Executive Vice President, Secretary 
and General Counsel, or his designee, as to the acceptability of the contractual arrangement governing such transaction, and (c) in the case of derivative 
transactions, the Vice President-Chief Risk Officer, or, in his absence, his designee, as to the acceptability of the transaction from a risk management perspective.
11. Both the President and Ex. VP-Pwr Gen shall have the same authority level to approve physical transactions.
